Feature Tea: 

~Hyson Green Tea~ 
 

Hyson means “flourishing spring”.  Legend has it that 
the tea was named after a British East India Company 
tea merchant.  Apparently his name, “Hyson”, sounded 
similar to the Chinese word for “spring-picked tea”, 
and the name has been used for the exported tea ever 
since.  This green tea is usually grown in China’s 
Zhejiang province.  The tealeaf is bold & thick looking, 
and the resulting infusion is a pale yellow.  Hyson is 
pan-fired, and the leaf is twisted during production. 

 

Hyson is one of the most common types of Chinese 
green tea exported.   It is considered a good green tea 
for everyday consumption.  Its taste can range from 
fairly pungent to quite light, with a fresh, slightly sweet 
flavour.   Our Hyson, called Lucky Dragon, is light and 
slightly sweet.  We recommend it as a good 
introduction to green tea. 

 

As with all green teas, Hyson performs best with water 
that is not at a full boil.  Use water that is just steaming, 
and infuse for 2 to 3 minutes.  Sugar and milk are not 
usually added to green tea, however, as in all things, 
follow your taste buds!
